Ventura, sua arte decorativa em va-
sos de porcelana e faianca. O tema
principal de sua obra é a mulher. As
pinturas de Noemia exibem pregas,
bordados, adornos e apliques de con-
chas, pedras e metais, sobre o obje-
tivo do seu trabalho. Pesquisadora de
cores, formas, texturas e materiais,
Noemia faz questio de usar a sua
fértil imaginacdo antes de partir para
o processo de criacdo. Os seu traba-
lhos tém origem em obras de gran-
des artistas e mestres da pintura. “La-
grimas da Natureza”, por exemplo,
foi realizada a partir da cangao
“Naturtrine” da cantora e compo-
sitora alema Nina Hagen. A fisio-
nomia feminina visivel na porcela-
na é baseada em um trabalho de
Margareth MacDonald Maekintosh
(1902 - 1904) e simboliza os elemen-
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Influenced by art deco, by art nou-
veau, by ancient civilisations and
inspired by the works of Klimt,
Muchat and Lalique, painter
Noemia Alonso Felipe presents,
here in the pages of Ventura, her
decorative art on porcelain and
faience vases. Her principal theme
is the woman. Noemia’s paintings
show pleats, fringes, embellish-
ments and applied shells on the
principal artwork. Constantly re-
searching colours, forms, textures
and materials, Noemia always ex-
ercises her fertile imagination be-
fore starting out on the creative
process. Most of her paintings seek
inspiration in the works of impor-
tant artists and great painting mas-
ters. Examples are “Lagrimas da
Natureza” (Nature’s Tears), which
was inspired by the performance
of “Naturtrine” by German singer
and song writer, Nina Hagen. The
female face visible in the porce-
lain is based on the work of Marg-
areth MacDonald Maekintosh (1902
- 1904) and symbolises the elements

tos terra, fogo e agua. “Life” repor-
ta as borboletas azuis e douradas que
sobrevoavam alegremente a cidade
de Campos do Jordao, em Sao Paulo
e também a miisica suave do mes-
mo nome, de Desirée. “Dragon Fly”
foi criada a partir de um broche de
René Lalique. “Lilies of the Vale”,
inspirada no livro infantil do inglés
Walter Crane (1845 - 1915) intitula-
do “Flora’s Feast” com aquarelas
que ilustram os versos que falam das
flores.

Noemia Felipe, em uma primeira
etapa realiza suas composicoes,
para em seguida moldar os vasos e
conseqiientemente adaptar o dese-
nho a forma.

of earth, fire and water. “Life” por-
trays the blue and golden butter-
flies which flutter joyfully over the
town of Campos do Jordio, in the
State of Siao Paulo, with reverber-
ations from the song of the same
name, by Desirée. “Dragon Fly”
was created from a brooch by René
Lalique. “Lilies of the Vale” was in-
spired by the illustrations for the vers-
es on flowers, shown in the English
writer, Walter Crane’s (1845 - 1915)
children’s book, “Flora’s Feast”.

The artist first makes her composi-
tion and then prepares the vases,
adapting the design to the final
form. Noemia finds the smooth
white porcelain surface, and the
smooth — despite the crackle - cream

Nas pecas expostas percebe-se a
delicadeza da artista dotada de
técnica apurada e que desenha
desde o0s nove anos de idade. Noe-
mia estudou desenho, que conside-
ra a base para uma sélida for-
macao artistica. Antes de cur-
sar a faculdade de Belas
Artes de Sao Paulo, onde
reside, trabalhou com
estamparia e pintura
em porcelana. Sua
curiosidade no en-
tanto, levou-a a
estudar piano,
flauta, danca
oriental e lke-
bana, artes que
se fundem no
seu trabalho,
fruto de cons-
tantes buscas
estéticas, cul-
turais e filoso-
ficas.

A decoracao
impressa nos va-
sos que saem dos
fornos de alta tem-
peratura nao che-
gam ao publico como
arte utilitiria e sim
como pecas cuja funcao
seria unicamente a de dar
paz e prazer aos olhos.
O acervo “Ninfas do Tempo”,
mostra realizada na Casa da Fa-
zenda do Morumbi, em Sao Pau-
lo, resultou em um livro que apre-
senta sua producao através de fo-
tos e referéncias iconograficas que
servem de base para seu trabalho.

surface of the faience, ideal picto-
rial fields for freely expressing her
needs to decorate and adorn.
Noemia has been drawing ever
since she was nine years old and,
in the pieces we show here, her
delicacy and refined technique are
clearly evident. The artist consid-
ers that studies of drawing tech-
nique form the basis of a solid ar-
tistic background. Before taking a
course at the Fine Arts College
of her home town, Sio Paulo,
Noemia worked with
prints and painting on
Y. porcelain. Her con-
\ stant thirst for zs-
thetic, cultural
and philosophical
knowledge led
her to study pi-
ano, flute, ori-
ental dancing
and lkebana,
all of which
are incorpo-
rated into her
works.
Her decorat-
ed vases leave
the high-tem-
perature ovens
and arrive in
the hands of her
public, not as util-
itarian pieces, but
rather as works of
art whose sole func-
tion is to please the eye
and confer peace.
Her collection entitled
“Ninfas do Tempo” (Nymphs
T of Time) was exhibited at the
“=(asa da Fazenda do Morum-
bi, in Sdo Paulo, and instigated
the production of a book which pre-
sents her work in photographs and
iconographic references to her
sources of inspiration.
